I am delighted to advise you that the school community will able to use our new Refectory from the beginning of next 

term. We have been four years in the planning of this facility, and come 16 April, it will become a   reality.  

Students were introduced to the new provision on Monday 26 March.  Assemblies were held for each year group and 

visits to the building went on throughout the day where students received a choice of healthy cakes and drinks.  It was 

very rewarding to see their positive reactions to this ôstate of the artõ resource and we are very proud to, at long last, be 

able to improve their dining experience.  

Together with finalising the physical plans for the building and brand new kitchen, we have also been working hard on     

developing our menus to encourage students to eat healthier foods.  From next term, we will be introducing new        

products, snack ideas, self -service salad bars with a selection of cold deli items and healthier cakes and biscuits.  We 

have also engaged a Commercial and Development Chef, Mrs Rosemary Lock, who will be working with our HC3S    

Catering Team to support us in these initiatives and ensure only the finest and freshest ingredients go into our food.  We 

will also be implementing menu changes and theme days to ensure there is an exciting selection of food on offer all 

year round.  All this we will do, without losing sight of the School Food Standards, which brings together tried and tested 

recipes for studentsõ favourite foods. 

We are keen to promote the links between good nutrition and sport, so whilst encouraging students to eat their ô5 a 

dayõ portions of fruit and veg, we will also be continuing to offer a good balance of wholegrains and proteins (including 

those from non -meat sources such as eggs, hummus, quorn, beans, pulses and lentils), together with foods which        

provide good sources of vitamins and minerals.  We have linked the interior design of the Refectory with sport, health, 

diet and fitness.   On the main wall will be a digital image of many of our sporting students at Eggarõs to celebrate the 

huge success we have in many different sporting disciplines, and to encourage our students to be fit and healthy.     

Students who prefer to bring a packed lunch will, of course, be welcome to use the new facility where they will be able 

to sit, eat and socialise with their peers whilst they enjoy their new environment.  

In line with current affairs, we have also decided that ôwe do have the bottleõ to take action to support the campaign 

for the reduction in marine litter by no longer selling drinks in single use plastic bottles.  So from the beginning of next term  

we will be providing ôhydration stationsõ, where students will be able to help themselves to plain or fruit infused water, or 

they can purchase milk (with free milk provision for all students with a Free School Meal entitlement).  The removal of    

sugary drinks from the menu will also support our healthier school initiatives.  Please support us be ensuring your child 

brings a re -usable drinks bottle to school every day which they can refill when necessary.  

Furthermore, we are moving towards a service where all food packaging we provide will be in fully compostable or           

biodegradable containers. So, here again, we at Eggarõs will be doing our bit for the environment. 

 hope you can fully support us in encouraging students to eat high quality, healthy food.  As we know, particularly as         

parents, getting teenagers to eat regularly and healthily can be challenging.  I want to try and change this culture with      

everyone at Eggarõs. This will aid both their learning and wellbeing.  

Lastly, I would ask that you ensure cashless catering accounts are topped up over the Easter break so students have        

sufficient funds to enjoy their nutritious school meals!

The òInnovation Challengeó team of Year 9 studentsñthe only team from a state school ñrecently won a recent     

competition at Oxford University.  Yet more Year 9 students this week visited the recently opened Future Skills Centre in 

Bordon, offering a wide range of specialist construction courses.  Our students have diverse, valuable talents.  We 

strive to know our students and to help them identify areas of talent and skill.  Itõs our job as a school to help students 

aspire and take steps toward achieving those aspirations.  

The recent Careers Week, organised and led by Community Liaison Sarah McKenzie, allowed students the opportunity 

to consider how their interests and talents might develop through further education and future employment.  Dozens 

of volunteers from the community conducted mock interview, affording most of the participating students their first 

such experience.  

This week, all Eggarõs students visited the new refectory and learned about healthy eating and ways to improve their 

focus and energy levels through nutrition and hydration.  The Year 7 pavilion, combined with a nearby food -service 

point currently under construction, will allow us to provide a better dining and social experience.  We hope our           

students aspire to improved wellness and positive social interactions.   

We will soon break ground on a state -of -the -art All Terrain Pitch (ATP), which will offer better PE and sport opportunities 

for our students as well as increased community engagement through lettings.  As a school, we strive to manage and 

develop our facilities to enhance our studentsõ  experiences at Eggarõs School.   

As governors, our first core function is to òensure clarity of vision, ethos and strategic directionó.  We share the             

aspirational vision, values and aims of Eggarõs School.  We work together as parents, staff and community governors to 

challenge and support the learning experience and environment.
