This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	Music is a compulsory subject in Years 7 and 8, with all classes receiving one hour per week, throughout the entire academic year. Core content is delivered through a series of practical activities where students will sing or play instruments. Opportunities are given to play guitars, ukuleles, keyboards, a range of tuned and un-tuned percussion and use music technology.
Students choose to study Music as part of the options process in Years 9 – 11. In Year 9, students receive 4 hours of music lessons per fortnight, in Years 10 & 11 students receive 5 hours of music lessons per fortnight.
Music students in Years 10 and 11 work towards the Edexcel GCSE in Music (9-1).
Links to the learning journeys for each year group, summarising curriculum content can be found on the school website. 
The school works closely alongside the Hampshire Music Service and have worked in partnership to provide further performing opportunities to students.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Extra-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Peripatetic music lessons are provided to all students in the school (chargeable) for a wide selection of instruments including voice. These are delivered as 20-minute weekly lessons throughout the academic year. Students are encouraged to work towards graded exams where applicable. These include the Hampshire music Service Stage certifications, ABRSM, Trinity and Rock School. There is funding available to students with pupil premium eligibility.
The school has a proud reputation for its extra-curricular programme of music which includes choirs, a concert band, a big band, a folk band, a drumming group, a string group and a beginner violin ensemble. These ensembles are offered to all students in the school at no charge.
The department has a number of practice rooms available for students to use before school, breaktimes and after school. This also includes the use of a large rehearsal room.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	The school has 3 organised musical concerts throughout the year, represented by the various musical ensembles and solo items. Students are also regularly called upon to perform in assemblies, open events, information evenings, awards evenings and any special whole school events. We also like to take some of our ensembles to primary schools to perform to them with the hope to inspire the next generation of musicians.
Additional performance opportunities are provided in whole school productions as instrumentalists and singers, organised every 2 years. The school also has a tradition of organising music tours to Europe.
Each year the school organises and hosts a large-scale primary liaison event to encourage singing. Further opportunities are provided to primary schools in smaller events across the year.
We also take advantage of Hampshire Music Service events including a mass choir performance at The Anvil in Basingstoke.


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	The school continues to actively encourage students to learn a musical instrument and plans further opportunities for ‘trial lessons’, particularly for orchestral instruments. 
GCSE uptake continues to grow in popularity following a decline after the impact of Covid. The school aims for this trend to continue in future years.
We continue to build our relationships with primary schools and this year we will perform as part of the Alton Arts Festival in July, where schools will join us in a massed performance of several songs.
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
